Coral Snake Scarlet King Snake

v/ Calm and reassure the victim.

v/ Remove jewelry or tight clothes
covering bitten extremity.

v’ Immobilize extremity if possible.

v/ Keep bitten area at or below heart
level.

v’ Wash gently.

v/ Seek medical attention as soon as
possible.

v Be prepared to treat for shock.

X Feed the victim.
X Make cuts around bitten area.
X Place ice on bitten extremity.

X Apply a tourniquet.
